NEW TESTAMENT READING: 1 CORINTHIANS 15:35-41

35 But someone will ask, “How are the dead raised? With what kind
of body do they come?” 3¢ Fool! What you sow does not come to life
unless it dies. 37 And as for what you sow, you do not sow the body
that is to be but a bare seed, perhaps of wheat or of some other
grain. 38 But God gives it a body as he has chosen and to each kind
of seed its own body. 3° Not all flesh is alike, but there is one flesh
for humans, another for animals, another for birds, and another for
fish. 40 There are both heavenly bodies and earthly bodies, but the
glory of the heavenly is one thing, and that of the earthly is
another. 41 There is one glory of the sun and another glory of the
moon and another glory of the stars; indeed, star differs from star
in glory.

GOSPEL READING: MARK 4:26-32

26 He also said, “The kingdom of God is as if someone would scatter
seed on the ground 27 and would sleep and rise night and day, and
the seed would sprout and grow, he does not know how. 28 The
earth produces of itself first the stalk, then the head, then the full
grain in the head. 2° But when the grain is ripe, at once he goes in
with his sickle because the harvest has come.” 30 He also said, “With
what can we compare the kingdom of God, or what parable will we
use for it? 311t is like a mustard seed, which, when sown upon the
ground, is the smallest of all the seeds on earth, 32 yet when it is
sown it grows up and becomes the greatest of all shrubs and puts
forth large branches, so that the birds of the air can make nests in
its shade.”
